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	Over the next 40 years, 90% of this crops growing regions will become less hospitable to these trees. 
Some regions of the globe will start to see a reduction in the production of this crop as early as 2030.

There are  around 125 million farmers and workers in the world whose livelihoods depend on the growing and production of this drink.

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	How does climate change affect farmers?
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	Banana, cocoa and coffee farmers face frequent natural disasters. 
Extra info 
Banana growers in the Dominican Republic have seen almost their entire crops destroyed by increasingly frequent natural disasters. 
Research has shown areas where many Fairtrade products are produced, including Central America, East Africa and the Caribbean, are very likely to experience increasingly extreme weather which will negatively affect their ability to grow crops.
Extreme weather can mean droughts, flooding as well as plant disease.

The 2017 floods in Peru which destroyed many banana crops were made more likely by the effects of climate change
Banana growers in the Caribbean and Latin America are also being forced to prepare for more frequent heatwaves and droughts which will threaten their crops.

Climate change hits those in low-income countries the hardest. Increasingly extreme, unpredictable weather is destroying bananas, coffee, cocoa and other crops. That means farmers and workers who are already underpaid have even less to spend on essentials such as education, medical treatment and even food

At the end of 2020 and in the midst of a global pandemic, Hurricanes Eta and Iota swept through Honduras leaving destruction and heartbreak in their wake. Farmers at Fairtrade certified co-operative COAGRICSAL were faced with widespread flooding, landslides, roads cut off, crops destroyed

Farmers in Côte d'Ivoire, facing hotter and drier weather periods as well as drought
According to the study’s findings, dramatic weather patterns spurred by climate change will likely deliver severe blows to agricultural production in key regions around the world, from Latin America to the Asia-Pacific. Banana producers in the Caribbean and in Central America, for instance, are expected to face less rainfall and more extreme temperatures, while those in Southeast Asia and Oceania will see an increased risk of tropical cyclones. For their part, coffee producers in Brazil, Central America and South India could soon encounter temperature spikes combined with drought, directly impacting Fairtrade coffee production. Meanwhile, in the Dominican Republic and Peru, as well as in parts of West Africa, cocoa farmers are likely to encounter more hot and dry weather periods, while their counterparts in eastern Ghana and northern Côte d’Ivoire may face heavier rains.

And although all of us live with the effects of the changing global climate, we do not feel it equally. And we are not equally responsible. The poorest half of the global population are responsible for only 10% of global emissions.
The richest 10 per cent meanwhile are responsible for half of all global emissions.
Or to put it another way, the carbon emissions of the top 1% of the global population are more than double the entire emissions of the lowest earning 50% of humanity.

It's certainly not enough to make us want to do our jobs for a whole day.
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	Thousands of cocoa farmers only earn this for a full day's work. Sometimes it's even less.
It’s not enough to provide a basic standard of living, and that is why so many cocoa farmers are struggling to get by. This is not fair.
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	How does Fairtrade help?
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In 2022, Fairtrade farmers in South America planted more than 300,000 trees.

	One day, visiting her brother John’s farm, she noticed how productive it was. There were lots of crops of many colours and varieties, attractive to pollinating insects – what was his secret? 
It wasn’t just that farming skill runs in the family, he’d enrolled in the Sankofa project.
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	This project is all about preparing farmers to face climate change. 
It trains farmers in using a type of farming with lots different crops, all grown on the same plot.
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	Emelia joined this project and has started to produce a lot more in her farm and is able to feed her family.
She grows lots of different crops like beans, tomatoes, pineapple, turmeric and ginger. 
She grows so many crops that she can also sell the extra produce to make even more money.
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	Most of her children have grown up but emelia still takes care of one as well as six grandchildren. 
She explains with pride that she can now afford to send each grandchild to school and also afford school meals and water.
